Competitive electric rates
Data centers and technology companies meeting the following criteria are eligible for TVA’s most competitive rates:

e Power demand over 5,000 kilowatts
e Average monthly load factor of 80% or higher
e Listed in an eligible NAICS code (see below)

World-class reliability and expanding capacity

TVA’s transmission system ranks in the top 10% of U.S. utilities.

The system has achieved 99.999% reliability every year since 2000, surpassing Tier IV data center standards.
TVA is the transmission system reliability coordinator for several neighboring utilities covering parts of 11 states.
The North American Electric Reliability Corporation has praised TVA’s culture of reliability.

TVA restarted the first nuclear generating unit to go online in this century at Browns Ferry, Alabama, and
is in the process of completing a new nuclear unit at Watts Bar Nuclear Plant in Tennessee.
